Jeremiah 31: 7-14

For thus says the LORD: "Sing aloud with gladness for Jacob, and raise shouts
for the chief of the nations; proclaim, give praise, and say, 'O LORD, save your
people, the remnant of Israel.’

Behold, I will bring them from the north country and gather them from the farthest
parts of the earth, among them the blind and the lame, the pregnant woman and
she who is in labor, together; a great company, they shall return here. With
weeping they shall come, and with pleas for mercy | will lead them back, | will
make them walk by brooks of water, in a straight path in which they shall not
stumble, for | am a father to Israel, and Ephraim is my firstborn.

Ephesians 1: 3-14

Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in
Christ with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places, even as he chose us
in him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and blameless
before him.

John 1:(1-9), 10-18

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was

God. He was in the beginning with God. All things came into being through him,

and without him not one thing came into being. What has come into being in him
was life, and the life was the light of all people. The light shines in the darkness,
and the darkness did not overcome it.

There was a man sent from God, whose name was John. He came as a witness
to testify to the light, so that all might believe through him. He himself was not the
light, but he came to testify to the light. The true light, which enlightens everyone,
was coming into the world.

He was in the world, and the world came into being through him; yet the world
did not know him. He came to what was his own, and his own people did not
accept him.

And the Word became flesh and lived among us, and we have seen his glory, the
glory as of a father's only son, full of grace and truth. (John testified to him and
cried out, "This was he of whom | said, '"He who comes after me ranks ahead of
me because he was before me.™)

From his fullness we have all received, grace upon grace. The law indeed was
given through Moses; grace and truth came through Jesus Christ. No one has
ever seen God. It is God the only Son, who is close to the Father's heart, who
has made him known.
